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FROM THE ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL:  

Eligibility  

Students who have earned passing grades in all courses for the first semester are eligible for extracurricular activities once 
final exams are completed and the semester has ended.  Students who fail a course in the first semester are ineligible for 
the first eight weeks of the second semester. 

Students who receive a failing grade in a required subject (except Religion or Study Skills) must make up the course at an 
accredited summer school, night school, community college, or correspondence school before the beginning of the next 
school year. See your counselor to obtain a list of acceptable summer programs and to assure that students are registering 
for the correct course. 

A senior who has failed a fall semester course must make up the credit prior to May 1
st
 through a similarly accredited 

program in order to graduate with the class.  See your counselor ASAP. 

College Scholarships  

We would like to know if you have been offered a scholarship, whether academic or athletic.  This is both a source of pride 
for our community and a way for us to track the success of our students.  We would like to know the following: 

Institution 

Specific scholarship (Presidentôs Scholarship) or type (athletic: baseball) 

Total value ($5,000 per year equals $20,000) 

Accommodations  

Seton Catholic does not provide the accommodations that would be provided at a public school in the manner of an 
Individualized Education Plan (IEP).  An IEP, which falls under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, is concerned 
with providing exceptional educational services. Students eligible for an IEP generally require more than a level playing 
field -- they require significant remediation and assistance, and are more likely to work on their own level/pace even in an 
inclusive classroom. 

Documentation: Students who have been tested and documented as Learning Disabled by the Chandler Unified School 
District (CUSD), or the public school district in which the family lives, but who do not require significant accommodation, 
may be afforded, but are not guaranteed, simple accommodations on a class-by-class basis at the discretion of the teacher. 
All documentation must be confirmed with the studentôs counselor before consideration for accommodation may be given. 
Simple accommodations considered by Seton are: 

Sit in the front of the classroom or near the teacher 

Sit near positive peer models 

Extended testing time for exams 

Final Exams: Documented students who request extended testing time will be afforded that option. 

PSAT/SAT Testing: The College Board's Services for Students with Disabilities (SSD) provides accommodations, such as 
extended time, to students who apply to College Board and provide documentation of a disability.  The College Board is 
committed to ensuring that students with physical or mental disabilities receive appropriate accommodations on its tests. 
Students who qualify for accommodations are encouraged to apply to College Board.

Important Uniform Information!  

2009-2010 UNIFORM POLICY CHANGE / CLARIFICATION  

The wording in the 2009-2010 student handbook is ambiguous when it states ña solid white t-shirt or 

turtlenecks may be worn under the school shirt or sweatshirt.ò  This statement can be interpreted to mean 

that t-shirts ONLY can be worn under sweatshirts.  That was not the intent of the statement.  The intent 

was to indicate that solid white t-shirts or turtlenecks may be worn underneath uniform polo shirts. 

A Seton Catholic uniform polo shirt must be worn at all times (Monday ï Thursday)!  This includes under 

sweatshirts and jackets. 

Per the Parent and Student Contract that was signed by all parents and students, mid-year amendments to the handbook will 

be announced in the monthly parent newsletter, Seton Notes. 

 

HEADS UP!!!!  2010 ï 2011 UNIFORM POLICY CHANGE  

In an attempt to stay as close to our school colors as possible, starting with the 2010 ï 2011 academic 

school year, the only sweatshirts/jackets allowed to be worn during the school day will be RED, GOLD, 

HEATHER GREY, or WHITE .   Previously purchased sweatshirts and jackets in other colors (hooded 

or not hooded) will NOT be a part of the Seton Catholic Preparatory Uniform Policy.   

All previously approved Seton Catholic Preparatory Sweatshirts (including black hooded sweatshirts) are 

allowed to be worn for the remainder of the 2009-2010 academic school year only.   

Note:  ñApprovedò jackets and sweatshirts are those purchased through Educational Outfitters, the Seton 

Spirit Shop, Booster Club, and any Seton club, organization or athletic team.  Items created by a parent, 

student, or outside organization (including AIA or outside tournaments) are NOT approved items. 

The above policy is in effect Monday ï Friday. 

 

ASSISTANCE NEEDED 

Seton Catholic Preparatory would like to ask for parental support with the enforcement of the uniform 

policy.  Teachers and Administration have been working diligently to make sure your students are in 

compliance with the uniform policy.  You can help us by making sure your students are following the 

uniform policy properly.  The most significant issues seem to be: 

Haircut Length ï Boys hair is to be neat and well-groomed at all times.  It must be cut no longer than mid

-ear, to the top of the eyebrows, and must be above the top of the shirt collar.  Dyed hair must be in 

natural colors only.  Sideburns should be trimmed even to the middle of the ear. 

Skirt Length ï Skirts and shorts must come to the knee. 

Tights/Nylons/Socks:  girls may wear solid-colored tights, socks, nylons.  Tights must be full foot length, 

not Capri or ankle length.
